THE STOCK MARKET GAME – Fall 2013
Over the next 10-weeks we will be creating hypothetical investment portfolios and tracking their performance in the market.  Individually, students will initially have $100,000 to invest in the market; you must select 5 publicly traded companies (US companies that you have information) in which to invest.  You’ll need to check and update the value of your portfolio every week, either using Yahoo or Google Finance.  You are required to prepare an electronic spreadsheet.  These weekly “Earnings Statements”, report the earnings or losses for each of your stocks, and the total current value of your portfolio. 


Students should finalize their portfolios, and commence tracking stock performance no later than Oct 3 (B-day), Oct 2(A-day).  The 10-week tracking period will conclude on Dec 9th. Each student is required to submit a “Portfolio Performance Report” in power point or PDF format, which contains the following elements:

1. A cover page.

2. An “Executive Summary” summarizing overall portfolio performance.  A written narrative briefly describing your portfolios’ overall performance as well as the performance of your individual Stocks.  Include the purchase price, a high mark, low mark, and the ending amounts.

3. The Summary should also contain a chart or graph, which reports the original stock purchase price, 6 prices during the 10-week period, and the final stock sale price.

4. For each stock owned, a 1 page “Company Analysis” which describes the nature of the company’s business and the goods and services it produces.  Include the industry and competition of this company.  The “Company Analysis” should also contain other pertinent information that would explain why the stock is a particularly worthwhile investment. (Use Yahoo or Google Finance)
